4.2 CHIEF EXECUTIVE’S REPORT 

4.2.1 ASHBURTON GRAIN AND SEED ASSOCIATION 
I was asked to speak at the Association’s meeting on 19 May.  I gave a presentation on our 
long term planning processes, including the Development Plan and Transportation, and 
then covered the Ashburton Business Estate.  I tabled a concept for a suite of silos that 
could be operated co-operatively and realise savings in handling costs.  This concept is 
being followed up. 
 

4.2.2 ECAN ANNUAL PLAN 
Mr Thomas and I presented the Council submission on 27 June.  We have not as yet seen 
the final results of this, however I do know funding for the hazardous waste programme 
has been removed.  This is disappointing as we have previously supported this initiative 
and believe there are wide benefits in proper disposal.  The decision is likely to be in 
response to the MfE funding cut.  MfE co-ordinated the disposal nation-wide.  This is an 
issue which should be pursued. 

 
4.2.3 CANTERBURY WATER MANAGEMENT STRATEGY  

Work on the implementation continues.  Public meetings on the Ashburton Zone 
Committee are presently underway, including a joint meeting with Selwyn in Rakaia on 29 
June.  Discussions are also being held with Timaru to consider boundary options on the 
southern side. 

 
4.2.4 LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT – AMENDMENT (TAFM) 

A submission has been forwarded as part of the Select Committee process.  This also 
gives general support to the LGNZ and SOLGM submissions. 

 
4.2.5 REGIONAL POLICY STATEMENT 

A brief and format has been proposed for territorial authorities and the Regional Council to 
work collectively to finalise this draft.  There appears to be a real willingness between the 
Council to share resources to ensure a balanced and mutually acceptable outcome. 

 
4.2.6 INSTITUTE OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION OF NEW ZEA LAND (IPANZ) 

The Mayor and I attended the Awards presentation in Wellington along with 
representatives of the Ministry of Social Development and Safer Community Council. 

The presentation was attended by some 500 people and was a very good evening.   
The overall winner was the “It’s not OK” campaign (Ministry Social Development / Families 
Commission) against family violence. 

While not taking away the prize, I believe the Council and our community organisation can 
take much pride in being recognised against such national programmes by making the 
finals. 
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4.2.7 RAILWAY STATION – ENVIRONMENT COURT APPEAL 
The Environment Court has set dates for the lodging and exchange of evidence.  The first 
required by the applicant by 27 August, followed by the Council by 17 September, and the 
remaining parties in October. 

 

4.2.8 ART EXHIBITION 
The Annual Ashburton Art Society Exhibition was opened on Monday 21 June and again is 
a credit to the Society and the wider community.  I would note the awards received by  
Mr Rouse and Cr Sparks, and the art work undertaken by Mr Brian Kerr (staff). 

Council’s Arts & Culture Assessments Committee purchased a painting by local artist,  
Sue Simpson. 

 

4.2.9 2009 /2010 LTCCP / ANNUAL PLAN 
Response to submissions to the Plan have been followed up.  A report will be circulated 
separately to Councillors on the outcome / action around these.

The Ashburton District Council Annual Plan 2010-11 has been developed based on year 
two of Council’s Long Term Community Plan 2009-2019.  Any significant variances from 
the Community Plan have been explained and the Annual Plan 2010-11 meets the 
requirements of the Local Government Act 2002. 

 

4.6.4 OPTIONS 
The Council’s available options were considered as part of the consideration of 
submissions.  

 

4.6.5 STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 
The Council is required, under section 95 of the Local Government Act 2002, to adopt an 
Annual Plan for the 2010-11 year before the commencement of the year to which it relates, 
1 July 2010.  

 

4.6.6 CONSULTATION 
Consultation on the Annual Plan 2010-11 has been undertaken which meets the 
requirements of sections 83 and 85 of the Local Government Act 2002.  This has included 
four community meetings, a community open day, advertisements and submission 
hearings.  

Consultation on the Annual Plan 2010-11 was undertaken from 25 March – 23 April 2010. 
73 submissions to the Annual Plan were received, and Council considered all submissions 
during May and June 2010.   
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4.6.7 STRATEGIC LINKS 

The Annual Plan 2010-10 covers year two of Council’s Long Term Community Plan 2009-
2019, and includes detailed and final budget information, work programmes and the fees 
and charges schedule for the 2010-11 financial year. The Annual Plan also provides 
explanations for any significant variances to the information provided in the Community 
Plan for the 2010-11 year.

Revised and up to date financial and rating information is included in the Annual Plan

4.7 SETTING OF RATES FOR THE 2010-11 FINANCIAL YEAR  

 

RECOMMENDATION  

“That the Ashburton District Council set the following rates under the Local Government 
(Rating) Act 2002 on rating units in the district for the financial year commencing on 1 July 
2010 and ending on 30 June 2011. 

All section references are to sections in the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002.   
All amounts are GST exclusive and will be plus GST at the prevailing rate. 

·  The definition of connected and serviceable is contained in Council’s Funding 
Impact Statement and Rating Policy. 

·  The definition for the amenity rating areas is contained within Council’s Funding 
Impact Statement and Rating Policy. 

 
Uniform Annual General Charge (UAGC) 
A uniform annual general charge of $141.00 per separately used or inhabited part of a 
rating unit, set under section 15(1)(b). 
 
General Rate 
A general rate set under section 13(2)(a) of 0.000304 cents in the dollar of capital value on 
every rating unit. 
 
Roading Rate 
A targeted rate for roading services set under s16(3)(a) and 16(3)(b) of $0.000437 cents in 
the dollar of capital value on every rating unit. 
 
Library Rate 
A targeted rate for library services, set under s16(3)(a) and 16(4)(a) of $49.00 on every 
separately used or inhabited part of a rating unit (excluding vacant sections). 
 
Water Supply Rates 
 
The following differential targeted rates are set under section 16(3)(b) and 16(4)(b) for 
each water supply.  In each case the differential categories are: 

 
(1) connected rating units 
(2) serviceable rating units

A targeted rate under section 16(3)(b) and 16(4)(a) of $481.40 per rating unit within or 
connected to the Montalto stockwater scheme, and $16.70 per hectare of land within or 
connected to the Montalto stockwater scheme. 
 
Methven/Springfield Rate 
A targeted rate under section 16(3)(b) and 16(4)(a) of $577.10 on all rating units connected 
to the Methven/Springfield stockwater scheme. 
 
A targeted rate under section 19 of $46.40 per 1,000 litres of water supplied in excess of 
12,000 litres to any rating unit within the Methven/Springfield stockwater scheme.  
 
General Stockwater Rate 
A targeted rate under section 16(3)(b) and 16(4)(a) on all rating units within the general 
stockwater scheme in accordance with the following factors: 

a) $42.40 in respect of any race, aqueduct or water channel not exceeding one 
hundred and sixty one metres in length, and 

b) in respect of any race, aqueduct or water channel exceeding one hundred and 
sixty one metres in length the sum of 26 cents per metre for every metre where 
the same passes through, along or adjacent to or abuts the land of such occupier 
or owner, and 

c) the sum of $52.60 for each pond service, pipe service, ram service, pump service, 
water wheel or windmill, and 

d) the sum of $26.30 for each dip service or extension pump service using water 
from the Council’s water race system. 
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Due dates for payment of rates 
That all rates will be payable in six equal instalments due on: 

20 August 2010 
20 October 2010 
20 December 2010 
20 February 2011 
20 April 2011 
20 June 2011 

 
Where the 20th of a month in which rates are due does not fall on a working day, rate 
payments will be accepted without penalty up to and including the first working day after 
the 20th of that month. 
 
Penalties 
That the Council delegates to the Finance Manager to apply the following penalties on 
unpaid rates. 
 
Under section 58(1)(a), a penalty of 10% on any instalment or part thereof that has been 
assessed after 1 July 2010 and which is unpaid after the due date. 
 
Under section 58(1)(b), a further penalty of 10% on any unpaid rates and penalties to 
unpaid rates owed owing as at 30 June 2010, if unpaid as at 31 August 2010.”

4.8.1 SUMMARY 

A sensitive expenditure policy has been developed and now needs to be adopted as part of 
Council’s suite of policies.        Attached   

 
4.8.2 RECOMMENDATION 

“That Council adopts the Sensitive Expenditure Policy, as attached.” 

 

4.8.3 BACKGROUND 
Audit New Zealand’s report dated 2 February 2010, on the audit of the Council for the year 
ended 30 June 2009, recommended that Council develop a sensitive expenditure policy.  
Sensitive expenditure is spending by Council that could be seen to give some benefit to a 
staff member or elected official or could be considered unusual for Council. 

Sensitive expenditure will have one or more of the following attributes. 
·  Results in a perceived or real private benefit to the individual. 
·  May be an unusual expenditure item for Council. 
·  Doesn’t directly align with the core business of Council or has a poor link to the 

business purposes of Council.  
·  Usually a discretionary expenditure item. 
·  Is likely to be more then less difficult to justify to the public. 
·  May involve a conflict of interest (legal or ethical). 
·  May be considered an extravagant or immoderate expenditure 

 
A policy has now been developed which contains guidelines for Councillors and staff on the 
treatment of such expenditure.  This will ensure expenditure of this type is subject to best 
practice and will ensure there is a consistent approach across the whole of Council. 

 

4.8.4 OPTIONS & RISKS CONSIDERED 
Council could continue with informal policies covering this type of expenditure but this 
would result in a lack of clarity in this issue and inconsistency across the Council. 

 
4.8.5 STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 

There are no statutory implications. 
 
4.8.6 CONSULTATION 

Senior management have been consulted on the proposed policy and their comments 
taken account of in the finalisation of this policy.  There is no external consultation 
required. 
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4.8.7 STRATEGIC LINKS

4.9 FORMATION OF ASHBURTON-HAKATERE RIVER TRAIL  

SUB-COMMITTEE 
 
4.9.1 SUMMARY 

An Ashburton River Walkway project has operated in various guises for 35 years.  It has 
now become more developed and its management more formally structured and would be 
best served by the formation of a Council subcommittee. 

 

4.9.2 RECOMMENDATION 

“1. That approval be given to the formation of a Council Subcommittee for the 
purposes of managing the Ashburton-Hakatere River Trail Management project; 

  2. That the members of the inaugural Ashburton-Hakatere River Trail Subcommittee 
until the 2010 Triennial Elections be Councillors __________, __________ and 
___________.” 

 

4.9.3 BACKGROUND 
The Ashburton River Walkway was proposed by the Ashburton Lions Club on 19 
November 1975, following the introduction of the New Zealand Walkways Act 1975. 

A period of investigations into possible routes and viability, reporting and proposals 
followed and finally the 19km walkway from Ashburton to Hakatere was constructed with 
PEP labour between 1980 and 1984 with the official opening on 15 April 1984.  The track 
meandered along the northern banks of the Ashburton River from the Ashburton bridge to 
Hakatere settlement, passing through public and private land. 

In 1987 a report was received from DOC regarding the proposed maintenance and future 
maintenance of the walkway and a public meeting was held in 1988.  There was substantial 
support for the continuation of the walkway and sympathy for the maintenance of the entire 
19km with the main concern being for the 8km section from Wakanui School Road to 
Croys Road.  Community organisations pledged practical help for maintaining sections and 
it was recommended that the Ashburton Borough Council provide $3500 in the 1988/89 
year for DOC to bring the section of the walkway from SH1 to Wakanui School Rd, up to 
the current walkway standards. 

In 2003, DOC wrote a letter outlining the Recreation Opportunity Review which proposed 
that walkways be maintained by the community with further reiteration in 2004 that 
management of walkways was not a priority and facilities were to be maintained by the 
communities. 
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On 25 November 2004 the Manager of Parks and Recreation presented a report to Council 
outlining the upkeep of the walkway, expense of signage and the abuse of the walkway 
and signs.   

The Manager of Parks and Recreation then attended a Services & Operations Committee 
meeting to discuss a quote being accepted from ACL to undertake maintenance work.  
Money was set aside in the 2005/2006 budget for further work which included spraying etc.   

Another public meeting was held on 14 May 2009 and attracted many people from varying 
environmental, residential, sporting and recreational user groups.  Public expectation 
included ongoing maintenance and direction, unrestricted access from Melrose Road to the 
sea, native plantings, all weather track of high grade, create feeling of safety, motorcycle 
free and provision for horse riding.  A management committee was established and has 
continued to meet six weekly, with varying service, residential and sporting groups taking 
responsibility for re-establishment and maintenance of sections of the track. 

ECan has a programme to eradicate Old Man’s Beard and as such will continue to spray 
along the track periodically.  As their budget is tagged for Old Man’s Beard though, this has 
to be their priority. 

A draft Ashburton-Hakatere River Trail Management Plan was tabled on 24 March 2010 
with the Committee supporting the name of the proposed plan. 

To date, 14km of the 19km track has been cleared and maintained and is attracting a great 
deal of use.  A separate motorbike park has also been created by a user group which has 
reduced the number of motorbikes now accessing the track.  Unfortunately a small number 
of 4WD’s continue to remove barriers to access the track and the Management Committee 
is looking at ways to address this.   

 
 
4.9.4 OPTIONS & RISKS CONSIDERED 

There is an option to do nothing and allow the project to develop in an ad hoc fashion.  
This creates the risk that once the interest of the present participants has waned the project 
may falter. Taking into account the interest and enthusiasm currently generated it is appropriate 
to recognise the project by giving it formal Council status. 

 
 
4.9.5 STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 

There are no statutory implications  
 
 
4.9.6 CONSULTATION 

The project’s own processes have involved extensive public consultation.  Establishment of a 
subcommittee will require the standard of consultation to be taken to a new level.

4.10 YOUTH WEEK REPORT 
 

4.10.1 BACKGROUND 
The Ashburton District Council Youth Council was established in 2000 as a result of a 
Youth Forum and currently comprises 16 enthusiastic Youth Councillors.  The current 
members are: Luke Howden (Chairperson), Stacey Smith (Vice Chair), Nick Evans, Izzy 
Ferguson, Tristan Gibson, Tara Jopson, Sara Kircher, Jazzlyn Leonard, George 
McDonald, Kate Moses, Shama Putaranui, Olivia Quinn, Henrietta Read, Sam Ruck, Blair 
Stevenson and Caitlin Warwood. 

Councillors Jac Sparks and Robin Kilworth provide an essential link to Council and a 
wealth of information and support. 

The Youth Council aims to make a difference and speak on behalf of our local youth. 
 
 

4.10.2 YOUTH WEEK EVENTS 
Prior to Youth Week, the Youth Council had agreed at a meeting to provide $500 towards 
Youth Week activities along with the $500 grant kindly donated from the Mayor’s Taskforce 
for Jobs. The Youth Council also held a sausage sizzle at Harvey Norman with the 
proceeds tagged for Youth Week activities.  

Youth Council activities during Youth Week  

Radio:

Some 
fabulous photos were entered and prize giving was held at the Base Youth Cafe on the 
evening of Wednesday 26 May followed by light refreshments.  This activity was organised 
in conjunction with a community based “Youth Week Activities Committee”, although 
several Youth Councillors undertook a lot of organising of this. 
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“SHOOT” 40 hour Film Challenge  
“SHOOT” was the Youth Council’s main focus for Youth 
Week this year.  The Youth Council chairperson, Luke 
Howden, a passionate film, television and radio 
enthusiast, suggested that the Youth Council undertake 
a 40 hour film challenge. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
A small contingent of youth met at 6pm on Friday 28 May with a blank canvas.   
By 10:30pm, following a brainstorming session, a theme and story was developed, complete 
with storyboards and a plan for the remainder of the weekend. 

Filming took place on Saturday 29 May with a small cast and crew, followed by editing on 
Sunday 30 May. 

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

The 10 minute movie was based on youth culture in Ashburton, and in particular the theme of 
teenage drinking and choices. Those that participated in this activity had a great deal of fun, 
lots of laughs, and learned a lot about the process of film making. 
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Red Carpet Premiere (29 May) 
The second weekend of Youth Week was the perfect time for the Youth Council to show 
their film, and where better than on the big screen at the local movie theatre. 

Stars, crew, guests and the youth public walked up the red carpet and into the movie 
theatre to watch a small compilation of youth films, followed by the “SHOOT” movie, “It’s 
your Choice”.  The 80 person theatre was filled to near capacity and all enjoyed the movie.  
Many positive comments were received following the viewing, indicating to the Youth 
Council that it would be worthwhile considering this as an annual event. 

 
Youth After Party 
Following the Premiere, a walking bus departed for “Base Youth Cafe” where young people 
enjoyed an evening of music, dancing and free food from 8pm-12am.  It is thought that 
there were an estimated 170 young people through the doors during the evening.  
 

4.10.3 CONCLUSION 
Over previous years, Youth Week activities in Ashburton have been fairly minimal.  A group 
of representatives from different social organisations around Ashburton formed to create a 
Youth Week Events Committee.  Several Youth Councillors joined this group along with 
some Ashburton College students, to give the youth perspective.  It was considered 
important that any activities were generally organised by and carried out by youth, for 
youth.  Gradually, the Youth Council took charge of their ideas, and carried them through 
with great success with the support of the Events Committee. 

A Youth Week debrief is to be held in the near future.  It appears that some of the other 
community organisations are concerned that there was still a great chunk of youth that 
were not included in the events and that the events mainly catered for those in the 
Ashburton College sector. 

While this may be an accurate assessment of the participants, a concerted effort was 
made to include all areas of youth in the events.  Radio advertising and newspaper articles 
encouraged all youth to check out the website and register their interest. Posters were also 
plastered around town.   

While a debrief will occur and plans will be put in place to begin organisation earlier for next 
year, it is my thought that the Youth Council will also continue to independently run events 
for other youth, as per the criteria for the grant. 

The Ashburton District Council Youth Council is extremely grateful for the support of the 
Mayors' Taskforce for Jobs grant.  Without this and the generosity of our other sponsors, 
Youth Week would not have been such a success.

4.11 OLD MAIN SOUTH ROAD / STATE HIGHWAY 1 INTERSEC TION 
CLOSURE 

 
4.11.1 SUMMARY 

The purpose of this report is to seek Council’s approval to fully close the intersection of Old 
Main South Road and State Highway 1 to vehicular traffic and to install a gate at Frisbees 
Road to restrict traffic to the road reserve area between SH1 and Frisbees Road. 

 
4.11.2 RECOMMENDATION 

“1. That Council fully closes the intersection of Old Main South Road and State 
Highway 1 to vehicular traffic; and 

 2. That Council installs a gate at Frisbees Road restricting traffic to the road reserve 
area between State Highway 1 and Frisbees Road.” 

 
4.11.3 BACKGROUND 

Concerns have been raised on the safety of the intersection on State Highway 1 and Old 
Main South Road, particularly at night due to road alignment and vehicle headlights. 

The intention is to: 
·  close the intersection of Old Main South Road and State Highway 1, and  
·  at Frisbees Road gate off 1,560 metres of Old Main South Road to through traffic. 
·  length of road affected is approximately 1,560 metres  
·  boundary to boundary width is 20 metres  
·  carriageway is unsealed 
·  the road will not be disposed of.  

On 8 April 2010, Council approved: 

“That Council proposes to close the intersection of Old Main South Road and State 
Highway 1 to vehicular traffic, to resolve safety issues associated with traffic 
operations; and 

That the reserve area of Old Main South Road, from State Highway 1 to Frisbees 
Road, be gated to general traffic.” 

If Council accepts the recommendations the following actions will be undertaken: 
Intersection with State Highway 

·  ADC will accept the offer made by NZTA to undertake the works and at their cost; their 
preferred methodology of closing the intersection will be approved. 

·  The intersection will be closed off using temporary barriers for an extended period while 
NZTA engage a contractor and the construction occurs.  

·  No exit signs will be placed as appropriate. 
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Frisbees Road intersection 

·  Roading and Street Services Department of Council will instruct a contractor to carry 
out the installation of a gate and associated fencing on the intersection. 

·  No exit and public road signs will be installed 
 

4.11.4 OPTIONS & RISKS CONSIDERED 
Once the intersection closure and gate is in place Council could then consider the 
implications of: 

·  converting the area into a paper road  

·  potentially consider leasing the area to adjoining property owners; as one has 
confirmed an interest 

·  Formal disposal of the road and creation of right of ways if required. 
These processes will require longer and more formal action if required to proceed. 

 
4.11.5 STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 

Council has acted in accordance with the Local Government Act 2002 Section 82, 
Principles of Consultation, by contacting adjoining property owners, organisations that 
would have an interest and publically advertising the closure of the intersection and gating 
the road in newspapers. 

Council will be acting in accordance with the Local Government Act 1974 Section 319 
General powers of councils in respect to roads; subsections:  

(d) To divert or alter the course of any road 
(h) To stop or close any road or part thereof  in the manner and upon the conditions 
set out in section 342 and schedule 10 to this Act.   

Council will be discouraging traffic on this road section in order to resolve problems 
associated with traffic operations on a road network (still compliant with schedule 10 of the 
Act).  The proposed recommendation does not stop traffic from using the road it is only 
formally closing off the intersection with the highway. 

Council would be acting within the Local Government Act 1974 Section 344 Gates and 
Cattle Stops across roads: 

(1) the council may, in writing, permit the erection of a swing gate or cattle stop or 
both across any road, where – (a) In the Councils opinion it is not practicable or 
reasonable to fence the road. 
(2) Where a gate is erected across a road under (1) of this section, a board with the 
words “Public Road” legibly painted . . . . . shall be fixed on each side of the gate…. 

 

4.11.6 CONSULTATION 
Consultation actions undertaken were: 

·  Letters sent out to three property owners and nine organisations on 21 April 2010 

·  Publically advertised on the Councils web page from 29 April to 17 May 2010 

·  Publically advertised in three newspapers 
o The Courier on Tuesday 4 May 2010 
o Ashburton Guardian on Saturday 8 May 2010  
o The Press on Wednesday 5 May 2010  

During the consultation process ADC indicated replies were to be received by Council no 
later than 17 May 2010. 
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Council received three responses from the consultation: 
·  NZ Transport Agency is fully supportive of closing the intersection with the State 

Highway 1.  They continue to define their understanding of how the intersection 
would be closed and are willing to undertake the work at their cost while completing 
other pavement work adjacent to the site during 2010/11 construction season. 

·  Ian Thornton is supportive of the full closure; intersection and gating.  He comments 
that they would be interested in further discussions with Council regarding leasing 
the area; this would require greater discussions with Council and the Property 
department. 

·  Donald Tilson is supportive of closing the intersection and note they have no 
greater interest in the land area other than a concern for weed control.

4.12 CLOSURE OF STOCKWATER RACE – RACECOURSE ROAD 

4.12.1 SUMMARY  

The Council initiated the special consultative procedure in April 2010, to proceed with the 
closure of the stockwater race running from a junction at Methven Highway, running 
parallel to Racecourse Road and to a junction below Allens Road into Mill Creek – a 
distance of approximately 4.6 kilometres. 

The special consultative procedure has been completed with the Water Subcommittee 
having considered submissions on 10 June 2010. 

The purpose of this report is to seek Council approval of the Subcommittee’s 
recommendation. 

4.12.2 RECOMMENDATION  

“That Council approves the closure of the stockwater race running from Pt RS 8053 below 
Methven Highway, running parallel to Racecourse Road, to a junction below Allens Road on  
Lot 4 DP 13291.” 
     Lowe/Everest     Carried  

4.12.3 BACKGROUND 

This race was nominated for closure by a property owner presently serviced by the 
subject race.  The property owner is a developer of land off Racecourse Road and if the 
subject race cannot be closed, they propose to pipe the race through the development. 

In June 2009, a standard letter and survey form was forwarded to all concerned property 
owners for an indication of support for closure of this race.  The results of this survey and 
consultation are summarised in the consultation section of this report.  A plan showing the 
location of the race is appended to this report.     Page 61 

Preliminary investigations indicate that all property owners opposed to the closure have 
‘cost effective’ alternatives to the open stockwater race.  On 8 April 2010, Council 
accepted the following recommendation: 

“That the special consultative procedure be commenced to close the stockwater 
race running from Pt RS 8053 below Methven Highway, running parallel to 
Racecourse Road, to a junction below Allens Road on Lot 4 DP 13291.” 

The special consultative procedure was commenced with letter, map, a summary of the 
statement of proposal and submission form sent to affected parties.  The proposal was 
publicly notified and submissions closed on Wednesday, 19 May 2010. 

Twenty four submissions were received, with fourteen wishing to be heard.  The hearing 
was held on 1 June 2010.  Deliberation on the proposal took place on 10 June 2010. 
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4.12.4 OPTIONS AND RISKS CONSIDERED 

The Council has two options. 

Option 1 – Retain the Status Quo 

Race is retained.  Council will be obligated to maintain a service on this system. Property 
owners will continue to be required to maintain the races traversing their properties. 

Risks 
None identified 

Option 2 – Race Closure 

Race is closed at a junction from Pt RS 8053 below Methven Highway, running parallel to 
Racecourse Road, to a junction below Allens Road on Lot 4 DP 13291.  Total affected 
closure is 4.6 kilometres. 

 
4.12.5 STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 

Local Government Act 2002 

If race closure was to be progressed, the mechanism will be in accordance with the 
Special Consultative Procedure as outlined in Section 83 of the Local Government Act

4.12.7 CONSULTATION 

A survey was carried out to establish whether this stockwater race was still required for 
stockwater purposes.  The covering letter and survey forms were sent out to all property 
owners on the affected race section in June 2009.   

The final results of the consultation process are set out in the table below: 

 Total Percentage 

Properties affected 33  

Surveys returned 27 82% 

Supporting for Closure 15 56% 

Opposition to Closure 12 44% 

The high return rate of 82% provides confidence that the survey process represents the 
views of users on this race system. 

It is considered that an alternative supply of stockwater can be provided by the property 
owners to each of their respective properties for less than $10,000. 

On 8 April 2010, Council accepted a recommendation to commence the special 
consultative procedure to close this section of race.  The special consultative procedure 
was commenced with letter, map, a summary of the statement of proposal and 
submission form sent to affected property owners.  The proposal was publicly notified and 
submissions closed on Wednesday, 19 May 2010. 

Twenty four submissions were received, and fourteen submitters were heard.  Nine 
submissions were in support and fifteen submitters were opposed to the closure.  Some 
of the reasons given for opposing the race closure were: 
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·  Award Winning Garden  
·  Wildlife 
·  Drainage/stormwater 
·  Stock 

The hearing before the Water Subcommittee was held on 1 June 2010, and deliberations 
took place on 10 June 2010.  After consideration of the submissions received, the Water 
Subcommittee passed the following recommendation: 

“That Council approves the closure of the stockwater race running from Pt RS 8053 below 
Methven Highway, running parallel to Racecourse Road, to a junction below Allens Road 
on Lot 4 DP 13291.”

4.13 CLOSURE OF STOCKWATER RACE – MARONAN ROAD 

4.13.1 SUMMARY 
A section of stockwater race commencing at a junction near Lismore Mayfield Road on  
RS 377845, running parallel to Maranon Road and terminating at a soak hole on Lot 1  
DP 350468 – a distance of approximately 4.5 kilometres, has been investigated for closure.  
Full support has not been obtained. 

 
4.13.2 RECOMMENDATION  

“That the special consultative procedure be commenced to close the stockwater race 
commencing at a junction near Lismore Mayfield Road on RS 377845, running parallel to 
Maranon Road and terminating at a soak hole on Lot 1 DP 350468.” 

 

4.13.3 BACKGROUND 
This race was nominated for closure by a property owner presently serviced by the subject 
race. 

In September 2009 a standard letter and survey form was forwarded to all concerned 
property owners for an indication of support for closure of this race.  The results of this 
survey and consultation are summarised in the consultation section of this report.  A plan 
showing the location of the race is appended to this report.    Page 65 

The results indicated one property opposed to closure.  The reasons given by the party 
opposing the closure are: 

·  Stock use 
·  Fire fighting 

At this point, consideration is given to whether the property (where the property owner 
opposes closure) has a cost effective alternative to the water race network. 
In this case investigations have confirmed that the opposing party has a groundwater bore, 
irrigation and a trough system.  It is expected that they could provide for their stockwater 
requirements within the $10,000 threshold. 

 

4.13.4 OPTIONS AND RISKS CONSIDERED 

The Council has two options. 

Option 1 – Retain the Status Quo 

Race is retained.  Council will be obligated to maintain a service on this system. Property 
owners will continue to be required to maintain the races traversing their properties. 

Risks 
None identified 
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Option 2 – Progress Race Closure through SCP 

The special consultative procedure (SCP) is commenced to close the race.  This approach 
is considered to be consistent with Council’s closure guidelines. 

Risks 
May be challenged through the SCP process and result in an inability to close the race. 

The preferred option is Option 2.  This option is consistent with Council’s stockwater race 
closure guidelines.

(d) distribute in accordance with section 89(c) the summary of the information 
contained in the statement of proposal; and 

(e) give public notice, and such other notice as the local authority considers 
appropriate, of the proposal and the consultation being undertaken; and 

(f) include in the public notice a statement about how persons interested in the 
proposal— 
(i) may obtain the summary of information about the proposal; and 
(ii) may inspect the full proposal; and 

(g) include in the public notice a statement of the period within which submissions 
on the proposal may be made to the local authority; and 

(h) ensure that any person who makes a submission on the proposal within that 
period— 
(i) is sent a written notice acknowledging receipt of that person's 

submission; and 
(ii) is given a reasonable opportunity to be heard by the local authority (if 

that person so requests); and 
(i) ensure that the notice given to a person under paragraph (h)(i) contains 

information— 
(i) advising that person of that person's opportunity to be heard; and 
(ii) explaining how that person may exercise that person's opportunity to be 

heard; and 
(j) ensure that, except as otherwise provided by Part 7 of the Local Government 

Official Information and Meetings Act 1987, every meeting at which 
submissions are heard or at which the local authority, community board, or 
committee deliberates on the proposal is open to the public; and 
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(k) subject to the Local Government Official Information and Meetings Act 1987, 
make all written submissions on the proposal available to the public. 

(5) The period specified in the statement included under subsection (1)(g) must be a 
period of not less than 1 month beginning with the date of the first publication of the 
public notice. 

(6) This section does not prevent a local authority from requesting or considering, 
before making a decision, comment or advice from an officer of the local authority or 
any other person in respect of the proposal or any submission or both.

The covering letter and survey forms were sent out to all property 
owners on the affected race section in September 2009.

Surveys returned 5 100% 

Supporting for Closure 4 80% 

Opposition to Closure 1 20% 

The high return rate of 100% provides confidence that the survey process represents the 
views of users on this race system. 

This report was the subject of consideration by the Water Subcommittee at the 10 June 
meeting.  The Subcommittee support the recommendation. 

The SCP provides an additional formal opportunity for affected property owners make their 
views known.

4.15 VILLAGE GREEN PLAN CHANGE – FINAL CONSIDERATIO N 

4.15.1 SUMMARY 
The Council’s final consideration of the Village Green Private Plan Change (No 12) is 
necessary for the Plan Change to become operative. There have been no appeals on the 
decision, which was notified to the public on 10 April 2010, and the Council can therefore 
approve the Plan Change. 

 
4.15.2 RECOMMENDATION 

“1. That the report be received. 

  2. That the Village Green Plan Change to the Operative District Plan be approved in 
accordance with Clause 17, Schedule 1 of the Resource Management Act 1991, so that 
the Council seal can be affixed to the decision and that the Operative District Plan be 
amended in accordance with the decision.” 

 
4.15.3 BACKGROUND 

John Skevington and Jo Ruane lodged a request for a private plan change under the First 
Schedule of the Resource Management Act 1991 (“RMA”) in June 2009 for the rezoning of 
approximately 20 hectares of land bordered by the existing Aquatic Park Zone, Huntingdon 
Avenue and Stranges Road from Rural B to Residential in accordance with an Outline 
Development Plan.  It was also proposed that the existing Lake Hood Storage area be 
provided for as a Scheduled activity in the District Plan, reflecting a resource consent.  

The purpose of the rezoning is to provide for 35 low density residential sites each with a 
minimum area of between 1,000m2 and 2,000 m2 in four clusters. The remainder of the 
land will be retained as farmland, and a management plan is proposed to manage activities 
on this land.  

The application was formally notified for submissions on 16 September, with the period for 
submissions ending on 14 October.  Forty four submissions were received, of which 27 
were in support and the remainder in opposition to the Plan Change.  From 28 October 
until 27 November 2009 further submissions were invited on the decisions requested in 
submissions. A total of five further submissions were received. 

A hearing was held on the 2 March 2010 by an Independent Commissioner, Mr Bob Batty, 
and his recommendation to Council was received on 24 March 2010.  The recommendation 
approved by Council rezones four clusters of land to Residential with a Rural B zone 
surrounding the clusters, rather than residential as proposed by the applicant. 

The Council’s decision of 8 April was notified to all submitters on 10 April, following which a 
statutory appeal period of 30 working days commenced.  The statutory period for appeals 
to the Environment Court has closed and no appeals have been received to the Plan 
Change decision.

4.16 DOG CONTROL POLICY 

4.16.1 SUMMARY 
Section 10 of the Dog Control Act requires Ashburton District Council to produce a Dog Control 
Policy.  As required a Special Consultative Procedure was carried out to allow submissions on 
the proposed Policy.  In total 27 submissions were made, two of which were heard by a panel 
of Councillors.  A table indicating submissions and decisions of the panel is separately 
attached. 
 

4.16.2 RECOMMENDATION

 2. That Council adopts the Ashburton District Council Dog Control Policy 2010.” 

 
4.16.3 BACKGROUND 

The existing Dog Control Policy dates from 1999 and does not sufficiently cover all powers and 
functions of the Ashburton District Council.  It also includes significant antiquated terminology. 
The new policy effectively defines the way in which Council carries out its responsibilities under 
the Dog Control Act and the relevant Bylaw, also failure to do so could leave us exposed during 
any legal proceedings. The Council policy of making the “exacerbator pay” will be reinforced by 
the new policy. 

 
4.16.4 STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 

Adopting the new policy will make Council compliant with the Dog Control Act. 
 
4.15.5 OPTIONS AND RISKS CONSIDERED 

1. That Council does not change the existing policy. This would significantly affect the 
effectiveness of the Council on dog control issues.  

2. That Council adopts the policy. This would support this function of Council.

SK – AR Racecourse Road Stockwater Race Closure 
 
Councillors visited Trotts Garden before start of this meeting. 

Comment from the hearings – a note will now be included with or in the initial SCP letter 
sent out to affected property owners, explaining how the process works and why it has 
come about, so the Chairperson does not have to keep explaining throughout the hearings. 

Although this race is only 4.5 kms in distance, still as important as any other length of race.   

Lengthy discussion in regard to Trotts Garden.  Cr Lowe commented that golf courses 
have ponds and towns/gardens have fountains, but not fed from stockwater.  Feels that 
they are resigned to the race going and they do have a way out with a good well.  Irrigation 
point/hydrant close to race/pond – as sighted on visit. 

Farm Road down has access to town water supply, therefore stockwater does not come 
into play for this area.   
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Property with horses - race used for stock and even though property has two wells, it would 
cost more than $10,000 to deepen.   

May be able to do a partial race closure from Hepburns Road, by dropping stockwater into 
RDR irrigation run off race. 

Water Services Manager left meeting at 9.50 am to consult with Community Planning 
Manager to see if able to change race closure from the full length to a partial closure. 

Water Services Manager returned to meeting at 9.53 am – confirmed that a partial closure 
is possible. 

Discussion continued regarding Trotts Garden but it was felt that if they were paying rates 
for both the race and pond it was alright to stay. 

 
Cr Reveley arrived 9.57 am.

The Water Services Manager commented that he had concerns that as the wells on this 
property have not gone dry on a regular basis and was concerned that Council may be 
setting a precedent – this property could put in storage tanks for under the $10,000 
threshold. 

Cr Lowe suggested that Council put the decision on hold and do further investigation.  
Water Services Manager said there has been enough investigation completed already.

Mayfield Water Supply 
 

Cr Leadley referred to the ‘Booth Report’ which states clearly that Mayfield Township needs 
an upgrade to their water supply. 

A bore has been drilled on a site in Mayfield, which is owned by a private property owner and 
a consent is held by a Mayfield resident.  The bore site and drilling has been driven by a 
group of Mayfield residents.  The bore testing was not completed to the Council standard.  
Well driller was not employed by ADC. 

Operations Manager arrived 10.25 am. 

OPUS are not confident with results from bore testing but they are not bad enough to give 
up altogether.  OPUS would like to undertake testing for a further period of two weeks due to 
the uncertainty of the bore recovery times.  This is not a test that would usually be 
undertaken and will cost between $10,000 - $15,000. 

Cr Reveley noted that when the bore tests were undertaken on 21 March, all wells in the 
area dropped. 

Everyone involved wants a bore supply for Mayfield Township and are trying to work to 
achieve the same goal.   

Community does not all draw their water at the same time.  There may be enough water in 
the bore for 5 litres per second but has to be able to sustain supply. 

Operations Manager noted that Council officers have major concerns about how the Mayfield 
project is progressing and the high costs currently involved.  Options to move forward 
include: 

·  Carry on as at present 
·  Bring the project back ‘in house’ and run by ADC 
·  Hand the project over to the Mayfield residents 

Chief Executive commented that only way to find out if the bore will work or not is to do the 
testing. 

Council officers are not sure that there is complete community support of current project. 

Mayfield resident with consent in their name is in the process of varying/appealing the 
consent, as requested by Council. 

Water Services Manager noted that Mayfield could be an ideal opportunity to undertake as a 
project for demand management or metering. 

Cr Lowe felt that testing of the bore should be completed over the summer months as that 
will be the time that problems will occur – waste of money to be testing it now.  Water 
Services Manager responded that OPUS testing takes the summer/winter usage into 
account.  If it does not work in winter, it will certainly not work in the summer months. 

Need to have more regular communication with wider community, so that everyone knows 
what is going on.  Council have concerns over information being given out to the Mayfield 
residents at community public meetings.   
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It was suggested that Council staff and/or Councillors offer to attend meetings but Council 
staff have been to meetings already.  Results in residents saying one thing and Council 
saying another and still not getting anywhere.

“That Council agree to OPUS to continue with testing of bore at the Mayfield site to 
confirm if suitable for Mayfield town water supply.”
