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TEMPORARY ACCESS AGREEMENT
1. Purpose
The Road Controlling Authority (RCA) and lead contractor requires to temporarily use part of the Landowner’s property located at [property address/legal description] (“the Property”) to detour traffic while [describe nature of works, e.g. road maintenance, construction, etc.] is being carried out on [insert road name].
2.  Grant of Access
The Landowner grants the Road Controlling Authority (RCA) and lead contractor, including their employees, agents, and contractors:
· A temporary, non-exclusive right of access to and use of the Property as a temporary road.
· For redirecting vehicular traffic during the works described above.
· From [insert start date] to [insert end date] or until completion of the works, whichever is sooner.
3. Conditions of Access
The Lead Contractor agrees to:
· Construct and form a temporary road to NZTA specifications ensuring that it is suitable for the traffic volume and vehicle type that will require rerouting.
· Consider the following in the design of the temporary road:
· General principles and geometric design: horizontal and vertical alignments
· Cross section
· Drainage
· Lighting
· Manage all traffic in accordance with the approved traffic management plan and all applicable laws, including the Land Transport Act 1998, Local Government Act 1974, Health and Safety at Work Act 2015 and relevant industry guidance.
· Clearly delineate the temporary road on the Property.
· Take all reasonable steps to prevent damage to the Property.
· Restore the Property to its prior condition, as far as reasonably practicable or as agreed with the landowner, upon conclusion of the works.
The RCA agrees to:
· Arrange for a Roading engineer to conduct a design safety review/audit to ensure that the temporary road is fit for purpose prior to allowing the public on it.
3. Termination
Either the RCA or Landowner may terminate this Agreement by giving [insert number, e.g., 7] days’ written notice to the other party. In the event of early termination, the lead contractor must cease use of the Property and complete any required restoration work.
4. No Interest in Land
This Agreement does not create any lease or interest in land. It is a temporary licence for the purpose described in clause 1 only.
